Matthew 6:25-34 25 "Therefore | say to you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or
what you will drink; nor about your body, what you will put on. Is not life more than food and
the body more than clothing? 26 Look at the birds of the air, for they neither sow nor reap nor
gather into barns; yet your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not of more value than they? 27
Which of you by worrying can add one cubit to his stature? 28 So why do you worry about
clothing? Consider thelilies of the field, how they grow: they neither toil nor spin; 29 and yet |
say to you that even Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed like one of these. 30 Now if God so
clothes the grass of the field, which today is, and tomorrow is thrown into the oven, will He not
much more clothe you, O you of little faith? 31 Therefore do not worry, saying, ‘What shall we
eat? or 'What shall we drink? or 'What shall we wear? 32 For after al these things the Gentiles
seek. For your heavenly Father knows that you need all these things. 33 But seek first the
kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added to you. 34 Therefore
do not worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry about its own things. Sufficient for

the day isits own trouble.

During this Season of Spring, with so much to do as the New Y ear unfolds, it seems easy for
worries to take hold in our lives. These worries come in many forms: from the daily grind of
living to the larger issues of self and purpose. It has been said "we are what we eat," "the clothes
make the person,” and "eat, drink, and be merry." Often what we wear on the outside and what
we are on the inside are very different. Reflection time can help us see our true persona, a
reality that isrelational in nature.

God knows exactly what we need! This cannot be said enough in our lives. The path to divine
understanding is when we seek first the Kingdom of God with the a right-with-God living that
goes along with it. Any person that has dealt with an addiction knowsthat it is a one-day-at-a-
time process. To think about the possible dangers that await us in the future will often cause usto
stumble. To think about our mistakes of the past can cause usto doubt what is possible. To see
today as the day has great power for redemption, because today iswhere we are. That is Timeful
Relationalism.

We find strength and hope through others when we alow our personal personato be reveaed.
Our personais not our base self or perceived sdlf, but our true self. It is not our body/mind or
soul, it isour spirit. Thisspirit is directly connected to God through the power of the Holy Spirit.

It is a sad thing to give up
your child because you cannot feed or educate them. So many in Haiti are done this way,
but it isfar better than selling theminto slavery and that happens also.

A FRESH LOOK AT PENTECOST

Fifty days after Jesus' resurrection, on a day called Pentecost, the Christian church was
born. Because Pentecost was a holiday celebrating the harvest (a bit like our
Thanksgiving), the apostles and alarge crowd had gathered to celebrate in Jerusalem.

Many people had assembled near Peter and the other followers of Christ when “[FJrom
heaven there came a sound like the rush of aviolent wind ...” (Acts 2:2 ff, NRSV). Then
tongues of fire descended on everyone in the crowd.

After the wind and fire descended, all sorts of languages, known and unknown came out
of the crowd. Each person spoke “about God’ s deeds of power” (verse 11). No wonder
Luke wrote, “ All were amazed and perplexed, saying to one another, ‘What does this
mean?” (verse 12).

The whole affair was mind-boggling and life-changing. The Holy Spirit had come upon
many people; they knew God was powerfully at work in their midst.

On Pentecost many years ago, some 3,000 people came to believe in Christ. That’s why
today Christians remember this powerful event as the birthday of the church. Pentecost
occurs on May 23 this year.

YOUR FAITH CAN GROW

The suspension bridge over Niagara Falls was begun by a thread attached to akite. When
the wind blew, the kite floated across the water to the other side. Workers then attached a
string to the thread and pulled it across. To the string, they attached a rope and pulled it
back. By this slow-but-sure method, the bridge was built.

Our faith may be just alittle thread or no larger than a mustard seed, but we must act on it
(see James 2:14-18). Through action, our faith will be strengthened (Colossians 1:23) as
it moves usto do even greater works of faith for our Lord (2 Thessalonians 1:3). And in
this slow-but-sure way, our faith can grow exceedingly (Ephesians 4:15-16).

My calling into full-time ministry began at an early age and | have spent much of my lifetrying to run
from that calling. | am the child of a pastor and a missionary and made the decision to become a
Christian at a very young age. While my family was on the mission field in Eastern Europe | attended
Romanian public schools until high school when, because of awide range of issues, my younger
brother and | were sent to Black Forest Academy, amissionary kid (MK) boarding school in southern
Germany. The school was populated mostly by the children of North American and South Korean
missionaries from various evangelical groups scattered throughout Europe, North Africa and the
Near East. Until that point | had spent much of my childhood in Roya Ambassadors, participating in
Bible drills, and answering all the questionsin Sunday school. At this school, however, my faith and
my knowledge of the Bible would be formed as never before.

I lived in adormitory with 26 other young men who were al in their first year at this boarding
school. Many of us had shared similar experiencesin our various countries of service, and thiswas
the first time we had been around people with whom we could identify, and we cherished that. It
alowed usto communally process the conflicts we felt from growing up in a country not our own.
We were able to establish some sense of identity both as expatriates and as Christians. It was here that
| began to see myself not as an American in exile, but as a Christian amongst family, for our faith was
No respecter of nationalities. It was hereaswell that | first felt my call to ministry and to missions.

Here | had taught myself piano and guitar and quickly became the worship leader at our
student-run chapels. | also led Bible studiesin my dormitory and was involved on adaily basisin the
spiritua life of our school. | loved our required Bible classes, and | participated in mission trips to
Moldovaand Tunisiawhere | worked mostly as atranslator. | seized every opportunity | had to serve
God and | was in acommunity that was both supportive and evangelism-minded. At first | took very
little notice of the Turkish immigrant housing that was on the edge of our campus. 1 only knew that
we ran by it on our cross-country training runs every afternoon and there were always alot of people
there. The constant fights between the German youth from the local village and the Turkish youth
from the housing never seemed significant. | am not now sure how | was processing it at the time,
only that | did not spend much time bothering with it. There was always too much work to do
preparing for worship every week to worry about eight people crammed into a one bedroom
apartment brought into the country to do the menial tasks for very little pay. In Romanial did not
have time to notice the people who were living on the streets and going hungry, except when a hungry
family broke into our yard and ate our dog. We had church planting to do. When we -would encounter
refugees from the Bosnian crisis just across our border, we were far more interested in the state of
their eternal salvation than in the state of their stomachs or their families.

My family's exodus from the mission field is a story that would take up far more than this
essay would alow and has had an extremely profound impact on my faith and my calling. For the
sake of brevity | will smply say that my family was one of many who were forced to resign over the
larger denominational controversy over inerrancy in the Southern Baptist Convention. Therewas alot
of mean spirited name-calling directed at us from people | had aways caled "aunt” and "uncle,” and
upon my return to the United States and entry into university life, | wanted nothing more to do with
the Church. It wasin this context that | would look back on my time abroad and would
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remember the Turkish community in Germany, the orphans and Gypsies in my neighborhood in
Bucuresti, Romania, and the Bosnian refugees flooding across the border. All 1 could think about
was how distracted | was by practicing music for worship and let those around me suffer without
ever giving it athought.

| spent my college years becoming increasingly active in areas of public policy and social
justice and far lessinterested in matters of faith. | marched against the war in Irag, organized for
immigration legidation reform, and gave as much money as | could spare to groups such as Amnesty
International and Medecins Sans Frontieres. | intentionally spent my energies on organizations that
were not religiousin nature. When | finally transferred to the University of Texasin Austin,
however, | had inexplicably decided to try and reconnect with the faith of my childhood and started
as any good Baptist would by visiting the First Baptist Church in the area. 1t was there that | would
encounter some of the most thoughtful, faithful, and prophetic Christians | had ever encountered.

I began working for the Christian Life Commission which was the ethics/public policy arm
of the Baptist General Convention of Texas which was headed by my pastor's wife. Shewas a
tireless advocate for the least of Texas and became both a friend and a mentor. Her husband, my
pastor, spoke eloquently and piercingly of theinability to separate the proper worship of God from
the obedience of God's command to care for the least of these. It wasin this Church that | began to
again hear God's call on my life to ministry. However | was still unsure about the Church and
although my own personal faith was once again becoming vibrant, after graduating from college |
chose to serve abroad with the Peace Corps. My goa wasto live faithfully as a believer and yet ill
be committed to what my pastor recasts as "Biblical justice,” but not with the Church.

My two yearsin Morocco were both rewarding and trying. It was here though, in the
isolation of the Middle Atlas Mountains and in the wilderness of being the only believer within
severa hours of my village that God's call became deafening. While | was working as a health
educator amongst a Muslim population, | was introduced to the Church Fathers by some Trappist
monks a day's travel away and discovered afaith tradition much richer than | had ever known. |
spent extended periods of time with the brothers at their Monastery, and they taught me to pray
again. | would often take off aone in the mountains with the mystical writings of St. John of the
Cross or Wendell Berry and once again tapped into the ecstatic faith of a child. Most of al | began to
re-read the words of Jesusthat | had long ago committed to memory and was surprised to find that
He began to take religion out of the realm of the theoretical and brought it to the forefront of my
lifeasit was actualy lived. Jesus re-introduced himself as a man who continues to be a prophet to
both the Church and the state, and to quote my pastor, "al | really, really wanted was to have the
gutsto belike Him."

I can now speak reasonably of my calling which isto strive ever so diligently to conform my
lifeto thelife of Christ. My vocation may not be the same throughout my life, but the mission stays
the same; whether through ordained ministry, through socia work, or through economic
development, | will continually "seek justice, love mercy, and walk humbly with [my] God." It took
me awhile to reali2e that these seemingly disparate callings to seek justicein the world and to seek
God werein fact the same call and | seek to live into those calls wherever the Spirit may lead mein
thisworld.
